	The data includes activity for the whole foot print of NHS England and therefore the tool gives a representation of the provider as a whole, not just for patients referred from a CCG.

	

	Admitted and Non-Admitted measures reflect the waiting time from the date a provider receives notice of a referral to the patients starts their first definitive treatment OR a clinical decision is made that stops the clock.

	

	Admitted Waiting Times

	Reflect completed pathways which ended with an inpatient or day case admission.

	90% of Admitted Pathways should end within 18 weeks of receipt of referral (Official target has been retired but still used for monitoring purposes)

	

	Non Admitted Waiting Times

	Reflect completed pathways which did not end with an inpatient or day case admission (e.g. outpatients).

	95% of Non-Admitted Pathways should end within 18 weeks of receipt of referral (Official target has been retired but still used for monitoring purposes)

	

	Incomplete Pathways

	A snapshot taken on the last day of the reporting period of how long patients have waited thus far from receipt of referral.

	92% of Incomplete Pathways should be within 18 weeks of receipt of referral (Active Target)


Step by Step Guide to Using the Monthly Waiting List Report

· Select data for either Solihull CCG or All English CCGs, then

What Do The Report Examples Below Show?

· 1.  For Admitted patients whose treatment was completed in the month they show, by provider, the waiting time from GP/Other referral to treatment  at the 90th percentile.

· 2.  For Non-Admitted patients (Outpatients) whose non-treatment pathway was completed in the month they show, by provider, the waiting time from GP/Other referral to discharge or start of a period of ‘watchful waiting’  at the 95th percentile.
· 

	· 3.  For Patients on Outpatients or Admitted/Treatment pathways whose pathway was not completed in the month they show, by provider, the waiting time from GP/Other referral to discharge or start of a period of ‘watchful waiting’  at the 92nd percentile. This is an approximate measure at that point in time of how long open pathway patients are still waiting. The greater the number of weeks the longer a patient may wait for their final surgery. It is an indication only but in the example below for Solihull Orthopaedic patients they are likely to wait much longer on average for their surgery at UHCW than at BMI Meriden or BMI Edgbaston say.
